While on the go, talk to God about your
day. What have you done? What are you
going to do? How do you feel? What do
you need? Thank God that you can talk to
Him anytime, anywhere, and about
anything.

When you go into your child’s room, 
cuddle them and say: “Good morning,
[child’s name]! Time to get up! But before
you get out of bed, let’s talk to God 
together. God, thank You for another day.
Thank You for loving us. And thank You
that we can talk to You anytime, anywhere,
and about anything. We love you, God. In
Jesus’ name. Amen.”

Cuddle with your child and pray: “God, 
I believe You love us and want us to talk
to You. That is amazing! Please help 
us remember that we can talk to You
anytime, anywhere, and about anything.
We love You.”

Add bubbles, toy animals, and toy food
items to the bathtub. Tell your child to
reach into the bubbles, pull out a toy, and
say: “I can talk to God about [name of toy].”
As you dry your child off, say: “We can talk
to God about anything!”
